3/1/1962 First advertisements in the Progress 

4/1/1962 Petition circulated for postal service 

9/15/1962 First Mail service on the Mesa 

10/22/1962 purchased land for community center 

1/1/1963 Telephone service available 

2/25/1963 Initial building permit approved 

7/11/1963 Ground breaking 

2/1/1964 Got petitions signed to designate the Mesa as a polling precinct 

4/11/1964 Open House for new center 

8/1/1964 Membership topped 600 

2/1/1965 Mention of a TV club. 

4/19/1965 Road signs installed on Yucca Mesa & Aberdeen Rd. 

4/26/1965 
Polling precinct approved with the community center as a polling 
place 

10/15/1965 Wolf stove bought for $683.78
